	Objectives 
How are the objectives and outcomes of a lesson established?

Phonics 
Do pupils read aloud either in front of the class, to the teacher or to their partner? Why is this important? What are the benefits of this?

Misconceptions
Are teachers aware of the mistakes and misconceptions that pupils will make in advance of the lesson?  How do they know what these might be?

Vocabulary
When introducing new vocabulary, what strategies are used?  Is the vocabulary high frequency and can it be adapted to other contexts?

Is it clear what the vocabulary and structures pupils should know by the end of the lesson?

Grammar
Is grammar explained before pupils use it to produce their own sentences or is it explained once pupils understand the meaning of the phrases being taught? What are the pros and cons of inductive and deductive approaches?


Listening
What are the pros and cons of playing a listening extract and getting pupils to answer questions? What other ways can listening tasks be conducted?

Reading
What types of reading exercises do teachers do with pupils?  Are they from the text book or do teachers make their own material?

Speaking
How many ways are the teacher and pupils using TL? Why is it important for pupils to hear and use the target language in lessons? 

Target Language
What are the advantages and disadvantages of the teacher using the TL in the classroom?

Writing
How much writing do pupils do and at what stage in the learning? How much scaffolding is provided? Why might this be?
	Objectives 
How do you explain to the pupils what they will be able to do by the end of the lesson?

Phonics
When planning do you take account of pupils’ phonic skills and find opportunities to include these in your plan?

Misconceptions
Do your lesson plans take account of the mistakes and misconceptions pupils are likely to make?


Vocabulary
Why is it important to teach high frequency words and to revisit this vocabulary often?

How do you ensure that you recycle previous vocabulary and introduce it in new contexts?



Grammar
Consider how you would introduce a new grammatical concept.  Do mechanical grammar exercises lead to more accurate pupil language?



Listening
How can you encourage pupils to see listening exercises as learning opportunities and not tests?


Reading
Have you attempted narrow reading exercises with a class?  How effective have they been?

Speaking
What opportunities do pupils have to engage in speaking activities in your lessons? Do you build pair work, surveys, information gap into your plan?

Target Language
What opportunities are there for using the TL in your lessons beyond speaking activities?


Writing
Do pupils produce better written outcomes when they know exactly what they have to write or when a task is open-ended? Why is this?
	Objectives 
Do you feel that your objectives over a series of lessons ensure the pupils can make progress and develop their learning?

Phonics
How do you ensure your pupils’ pronunciation is accurate?  Are you familiar with terminology? Phonemes, graphemes, SSCs.

Misconceptions
How do you respond to pupils’ mistakes and misconceptions? Can their errors be used as an effective teaching point for the whole class? Is recasting language enough or do pupils need errors to be pointed out more overtly?

Vocabulary
How thoroughly is new vocabulary practised and understood before moving on or building on it?

Are there opportunities where you discuss graphemes/phonemes or you explain the origins of words and relate them to words in English (eg days of the week = Roman gods/planets etc)?

Grammar
When do you think a grammar point was most successfully taught and why do you think this?  
Listening
How have you incorporated listening into your lessons and how successful has it been?

Reading
Before using a reading text (authentic or made up) do you assess the text for 95-98% comprehensible input? What proportion of your reading material is CI?

Speaking
In what ways do you plan for the deliberate use of the TL by the pupils in your lessons beyond paired activities?

Target Language
How do you plan for your use of the TL?  Is the language you use tailored to the pupils’ language ability and does it build on their prior knowledge?

Writing
To what extent can you plan for pupils to produce written work which avoids errors?  Why is it better to avoid errors than have to spend time correcting them?
